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Jordan Valley Water Conservancy District is a political subdivision of the State of Utah. It was created in 1951 under 

the Water Conservancy Act and was called the Salt Lake County Water Conservancy District.  On June 4, 1999, 

Jordan Valleyôs name was changed from Salt Lake County Water Conservancy District to Jordan Valley Water 

Conservancy District to eliminate confusion with Salt Lake County governments and to better reflect Jordan Valleyôs 

service area, which includes most of Salt Lake County outside of Salt Lake City and Sandy and a small portion of 

northern Utah County.

Jordan Valley is governed by a board of nine trustees who represent eight geographical divisions. They are nominated 

by either the Salt Lake County Council or a city council, depending upon the division they represent. Each trustee is 

appointed by the Governor for a four-year term.

Jordan Valley is primarily a wholesaler of water to cities and improvement districts within Salt Lake County. It also has a 

retail service area in unincorporated areas of the county. Jordan Valley is now the largest municipal water district in 

Utah, with 90 percent of its municipal water delivered on a wholesale basis to cities and water districts and 10 percent 

on a retail basis to unincorporated areas of Salt Lake County. In addition, Jordan Valley treats and delivers water to 

Metropolitan Water District of Salt Lake & Sandy for delivery to Salt Lake City and Sandy City, even though neither city 

is within Jordan Valleyôs service boundaries. Jordan Valley also delivers untreated water to irrigators in Salt Lake and 

Utah Counties to meet commitments under irrigation exchanges.

724 dead in Haiti's cholera outbreak

The death toll in Haiti's cholera outbreak climbed Thursday to 724 people, said Gabriel

Timothee, director general of the Haitian Ministry of Health. An additional 11,000 people have

been sickened.

Epidemiologists predict the outbreak could last for months and say the entire nation of almost

10 million people is at risk because they have no immunity to cholera.

Health authorities are battling to contain the disease, fearing it could spread dramatically in the

capital Port-au-Prince where 1.3 million people displaced by January's catastrophic earthquake

are still living in squalid camps.

The source of Haiti's first cholera outbreak in decades remains unclear, although the UN

peacekeeping force MINUSTAH is probing claims that its septic tanks leaked into the Artibonite

River and contaminated it with fecal bacteria.

Á Hospitals in the area made the decision to weather the storm and 
remain open to support their communities.

Á It was determined for many patients that it was more dangerous to 
evacuate in the days before the storm than to shelter in place.

Á Most hospitals found they could sustain operations during the 
hurricane thanks to the heroic efforts of their staff, makeshift 
procedures, and onsite emergency power generators.

Á However, when the municipal water supply eventually failed, it 
resulted in a cascading failure of other critical systems, such as the

Toilets and hand washing areas are not 

functioning and alternate methods must be provided

Á Utility workers expect to repair the damage and restore water service 

to the hospital within 10-12 hours.
